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How to maintain and protect vour Titanium floor

Please follow the following instructions in protecting Titanium floors and walls of the problems
arising after completion.

1.

Remove oil, grease or any liquid fallen over the Titanium floor as early as possible.
Remove any stagnant water lying over the floor surface for two or more days (the
stagnant water can seep and could form patches)

If there are mud patches or dirt over the wax surface, remove them with water. If not

possibly make use of Titanium Mopping to remove the patches. The mix is to be 1:3

Where dark patches appear due to dye or dirt falling on the surface make use of
Titanium Mopping. (Without Water)

If there are dark patches due to paint drops, make use of Titanium Paint Remover.
When the surface is not cleaned or mopped for long period or dark patches appear make

use of Titanium Floor Cleaner to remove the wax layer and relay wax layer and polish
surface.

Do not make use of thinner or any other liquid to remove the patches.

. The occasions when the Titanium floor could get Damaged

[.  Dragging heavy items over the surface (scaffolding, tables, chairs, etc.)
II.  Wearing shoes with sand.
III.  Wearing high heels, pointed heels, slippers, etc.
IV. Reconstruction demolition, rebuilding over the surface, etc.

Your responsibility is to provide carpets at the entrance to prevent sand and mud getting
into the hall.

10. Titanium Mopping will be given free of charge only once.
